Unlike the removal operation last year of the 4,000 lb bomb located in the same area, 

these removal operations will have little impact on operations and no evacuations are 

required, as the surface danger area for each is limited to 200 meters.   

 

This is an Italian Host Nation action. 

 

Italian Explosive ordinance Disposal (EOD) teams will remove three 200 lb UXOs located 

in the Peace Park, adjacent to Caserma Del Din.  

 

Only one bomb to be removed lies immediately adjacent to the Del Din perimeter and 

could affect the TMP fuel Point and part of one of the Brigade Company headquarters 

buildings.  

 

 

On the day of the removal operations, the affected areas will be cordoned off by 

Carabinieri and our MP forces,  and the site will be monitored via CCTV from our 

Emergency Operations Center.

Honoring Our Surviving Military Families 

GOLD STAR LAPEL BUTTON 

This symbol consists of a gold star on a purple background, bordered in gold and surrounded by gold laurel leaves. It is 

designated for eligible survivors of service members who lose their lives during any armed hostilities in which the United States 

is engaged, dating back to World War I. This includes service members who lose their lives while deployed in support of military 

operations against the enemy or during an international terrorist attack. 

 

NEXT OF KIN OF DECEASED PERSONNEL LAPEL BUTTON 

This symbol consists of a gold star within a circle that commemorates his or her honorable service. The gold star is also 

surrounded by sprigs of oak that represent the branches of the Armed Forces. It is designated for eligible survivors of service 

members who lose their lives while serving honorably under circumstances not defined above. This includes service members 

who lose their lives while assigned to a Reserve or National Guard unit in a drill status. It is authorized for issue retroactive to
