Williams mentioned that regardless of how people
get their information, whether from newspaper, radio or
television, they can see there are always groups and in-
dividuals determined to take away liberty and freedom.

“We stand united with our brothers and sisters in
arms — for we know that we are the last line of defense.

ian female paratrooper. Williams described her as a hero
and an example of what patriotism means for her par-
ticipation during partisan and allied operations during
World War II.

Maggian said this assignment was undoubtedly the
most challenging for him because of multiple deploy-
ments and training with the 173rd Airborne Brigade,
VMC issues, liaising between U.S. and Italian authori-
ties, local area flooding, and among everything else, the
building of Caserma Del Din.

“I feel that 1 have been part of the process that

strengthened the relationship between the U.S. and local
communities here,” said Maggian. “The process started
a long time ago, when I was a child playing with U.S.
children living near my home, and has now come to a
close.”

Maggian concluded his speech by quoting U.S.
Army Gen. Douglas MacArthur.

“Old Soldiers never die; they just fade away. And
like an old Soldier, I now close my military career and
just fade away. An old Soldier who tried to do his duty
as God gave him the light to see that duty.”

A conversation with the colonel as he leaves military service

Upon his retirement, outgoing Italian base
commander Col. Edoardo Maggian took a few
minutes to ponder his military service and re-
tirement, and answer some final questions for
the Outlook.

OUTLOOK: Considering that during the nearly
eight years of your command here, you worked with
five commanding generals, four chiefs of staff, three
deputies and five garrison commanders, how was it
working with your American counterparts?

MAGGIAN: It was undoubtedly challenging. (Many
events and activities took place, including) several
173rd deployments and brigade training in Italy, Vi-
cenza military community issues, liaison between the
base and the local Italian authorities, floods in 2010,
Bomba Day and building the new base Dal Molin/Del
Din. We had to work together dealing with the constant
challenge of finding a plan that would suit all parties

while respecting existing Italian and American norms
and regulations as they pertain to military installations.
I believe we were up to the challenge as we were able to
come up with solutions that, in the end, were satisfacto-
ry for both countries.

OUTLOOK: What are the best memories of your
years here?

MAGGIAN: All of the relationships with my Italian
military staff and my command sergeant mayor, who
certainly made my life as a commander easier. I also
carry with me fond memories of all the work done be-
hind the scenes to allow open posts for Independence
Day and Halloween, for example. Last, but not least, the
inauguration of the new Del Din base. It doesn’t happen
every day that an Italian base commander is granted the
honor to open a new U.S. Army base in Italy. This is
something to be proud of.

OUTLOOK: What are your best memories of 36

years of military service?

MAGGIAN: My years in Tarvisio, in the Friuli region,
as a company commander. And later my tenures at Fel-
tre, and then Belluno here in Veneto as regiment com-
mander with my Alpini mountain troops.

OUTLOOK: What’s next for you?

MAGGIAN: After obtaining a master’s degree in Stra-
tegical Sciences, | am now interested in studying for a
history degree from the University of Padova.

OUTLOOK: Any recommendation you want to
share with your successor Col. Umberto D’Andria?

MAGGIAN: I think it is important not to be too pas-
sionate for foreign things ... and to be proud of being
Italian. We Italians can also learn from our American
friends to put aside our local differences to stand united.

DeCA offers grants
to military children

FORT LEE, Va. — Now entering its
16th year, the Scholarships for Military
Children Program will be accepting ap-
plications from eligible students begin-
ning Dec. 15 at commissaries worldwide
or on the Internet at www.militaryschol-
ar.org.

A total of 700 scholar-
ship grants, each worth
$2,000, will be awarded
for the 2016-17 school
year. Those students se-
lected for the honor will
join nearly 9,000 who’ve
been awarded more than
$13.9 million in scholar-
ship grants over the last
15 years.

At least one scholarship will be award-
ed at every commissary location where
qualified applications are received. Ad-
ditional recipients will be selected based
on a prorated basis, so more scholarships
will be awarded at those commissaries
with larger numbers of applicants.

To qualify for consideration, applicants
must be a dependent, unmarried child,
younger than 21 — or 23, if enrolled as a
full-time student at a college or universi-
ty — of a service member on active duty,
a Reserve or Guard member, retiree or
survivor of a military member who died
while on active duty, or survivor of a re-
tiree.

Applications must be hand-delivered or
shipped via U.S. Postal Service or oth-
er delivery methods to the commissary
where the applicant’s family normally
shops by close of business Friday, Feb.

12, 2016. Applications cannot be emailed
or faxed.

Applicants should ensure that they and
their sponsor are enrolled in the Defense
Enrollment Eligibility Reporting System
database and have a military ID card. The
applicant must attend or plan to attend
an accredited college or university, full
time, in the fall of 2016 or be enrolled
in studies designed to
transfer to a four-year
program.

Students who are
awarded a full schol-
arship or receive an
appointment to one of
the military academies
or affiliated preparato-
ry schools are not eli-
gible to receive funds
from this program. A full scholarship is
usually defined as one that provides for
payment of tuition, books, lab fees and
other expenses.

Fisher House Foundation, a nonprofit
organization that helps service members
and their families, administers the pro-
gram. Scholarship Managers, a national,
nonprofit, scholarship management ser-
vices organization, manages and awards
the scholarships.

The commissary’s industry partners —
vendors, suppliers and manufacturers
—and the general public donate money
to the program, and every dollar donated
goes directly toward funding the schol-
arships.

According to Chelle Demarais, one of
the event organizers and facilitators from
U.S. Army Garrison Italy, the day was a
tremendous success.

The program began when a group of
community members recognized a need
within the community to provide a sys-
tem of support and sponsorship for Sol-
diers within their first 90 days of arrival
to the installation. Those first days, ac-
cording to Department of the Army, are
when Soldiers are at the highest risk of
sexual assault/sexual harassment.

“This made sense,” said Julia Sibil-
la, division chief, Army Community
Services here. “Because in the eyes of a
perpetrator, an individual in a new envi-
ronment can seem like an ‘easy target.””

F2F has reached out to more than
1,000 individuals in the target popula-
tion, Demarais said, but working to get
as many people involved as possible.

“We want to bridge the gap between
our brand new Soldiers and more ex-
perienced community leaders that will
foster positive mentoring relationships
to enhance career development and re-
siliency,” Demarais said. “The initiative
has addressed a need for support and
sponsorship to the population, and we are
proud of that fact.”

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Local museum
showcases
Vicenza's
turbulent past

VICENZA -- When strolling around Vicenza’s Renaissance
landmarks and picture-perfect streets, few visitors suspect today
how many of them were also the scenes of bloody battles. Yet if
you spent an hour in Museo Del Risorgimento e Resistenza you
would never look at the city the same way again.

Italy’s path to national unity and liberty was long and tu-
multuous and is known today under the collective term Risorgi-
mento or “national resurgence.” Every major Italian city boasts
a museum showcasing its history, as well as local heroes and
struggles.

Museo Del Risorgimento is just a 10-minute walk from
Monte Berico Sanctuary. Several signs show the way to a bu-
colic villa surrounded by a picturesque park, the latter an ideal
place where family members with lesser interest in uniforms
and weaponry can take a pleasant stroll. Unfortunately, all in-
formation is in Italian but on the museum’s Internet page, under
the section “Exhibition road,” visitors will find the main infor-
mation panels translated in English. It’s a good idea to bring a
smart phone with you and read the text when stepping into each
room.

For many centuries Italy was just a geographical term, a ter-
ritory divided among numerous smaller states without a concept
for unification. Then, in 1796-97, when Europe’s absolutists re-
gimes attempted to suppress the French Revolution, and a young
general named Napoleon Bonaparte surprisingly defeated their
armies south of the Alps, things suddenly changed.

The following period of French occupation brought to Italy
not only the ideas of liberty and brotherhood, but also the Rev-
olution’s zeal and paranoia. At the museum, visitors can see the
blade of Vicenza’s very own guillotine that once stood on the
square in front of the Olympic Theater. For all the device’s grue-
some fame, the displayed blade is actually surprisingly small,
just about fifteen inches wide. Understandably, until today the
Italians view the French occupation with ambiguity.

The first major effort to achieve Italy’s national unity and
independence came with the Revolution of 1848 and Vicenza,
as the exhibition makes clear, was at the movement’s helm.
Austria, ruling Northern Italy at that time, sent an overwhelm-
ing force to suppress the Revolution and the crucial battle hap-
pened indeed on the very same place where the museum stands
today, Monte Berico.

After losing the strategic point on June 10, 1848, the brave
defenders had no other choice but to surrender. Vicenza’s fall
was an irreversible blow for the Revolution.

Yet just two decades later, through shrewd diplomacy and
successful wars, Italy finally achieved unity and independence.
